Chaudhary Charan Singh Haryana Agricultural University popularly known as 

HAU, is one of Asia's biggest agricultural universi�es, located at Hisar in the 

Indian state of Haryana. It is named a�er India's 

seventh Prime Minister, Chaudhary Charan 

Singh. It is a leader in agricultural research in 

India and contributed significantly to Green 

Revolu�on and White Revolu�on during 1960s 

and 70s. It has a very large campus and has 

several research centres throughout the state. HAU was ini�ally a campus of 

Punjab Agricultural University, Ludhiana. A�er the forma�on of Haryana in 

1966, it became an autonomous ins�tu�on on February 2, 1970 through a 

Presiden�al Ordinance, later ra�fied as Haryana and Punjab Agricultural 

Universi�es Act, 1970, passed by the Lok Sabha on March 29, 1970. University 

is spread over an area of 7219 acres at Hisar and 1426 acres at outsta�ons. 

During its existence so far it has made rapid progress in building an excellent 

infrastructure. It has one of the best developed campuses in India to meet 

academic and extra-curricular needs of the students.

About the City

Once known as Hisar-e-Firoza by its Turkic ruler founder Firuz Shah Tughlaq in 
the year 1354 AD. He adorned his new town with several historical buildings 
such as fort, palaces, tombs, mosques, gates and gardens. Some of 
monuments are s�ll in good state of preserva�on.'Hisar' is an Arabic word 
which means 'Fort'. It is situated one hundred eighty kilometers west to Delhi 
and is one of the important ci�es of North India, located at 29⁰09'N and 
75⁰42'E in the state of Haryana.

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Climate

The climate of Hisar owes to its con�nental loca�on on the outer margins of the 
south-west (SW) monsoon region. It has tropical monsoonal climate and is 
characterized as arid type of climate. The average annual rainfall is around 450 
mm. The maximum day temperature during the summer varies between 40⁰C to 
46⁰C. During winter it ranges between highest at 28⁰C to lowest being around 3⁰C. 
The highest amount of dew fall is observed in December and January, whereas, 
lowest in April and November months. Weather during the conference period 
would be congenial.
